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Live asif Tomorrow IsYour Last Day « 1 Peter 4:7-11

When | was growing up my family took an
annual Florida vacation during my school’s win-
ter break, usually in February. The school vaca
tion was a week but my parents would take me
out of classfor an extraweek. The teachers gave
along list of assignments to be done while we
were gone. My parents challenged me to do the
homework while we drove so | could enjoy the
days on the beaches of Fort Lauderdale.

It took three full days of driving. For an eight
or ten year old boy that was amajor percentage of
my life to-date. After a few hours on the road |
started asking if we were almost there. My par-
ents would say, “We're amost there. Florida is
near.” That could be understood as a parental lie
or an accommaodation of adult perspectiveto child-
hood thinking. Every mile was nearer. From the
long-term perspectiveof alifetime, three daysisn't
very long, soit wastruly “near”. My parentscould
have explained exactly when we would get there
and how many miles were left but | probably
would not have understood. After all, | was not
old enough to drive and did not fully understand
such things. By the second day of driving its
seemed to me that lifewas an ordeal | had to suf-
fer. | kept asking and they kept saying, “We are
almost there. Floridaisnear.”

may seem long and difficult, live asif tomorrow
wereyour last day. Asyou travel, get your home-
work done. In other words, usethetimewell. Live,
think and work asif tomorrow isthe day you will
arrive in heaven. Live the journey in expectation
of the destination. Thiswill improve the trip and
prepare you well for when you arrive. Peter ex-
plainshis 14" principlein | Peter 4:7-11 likethis:
The end of all things is near. There-
fore, be clear minded and self-controlled
so that you can pray. Above all, love each
other deeply, because love covers over a
multitude of sins. Offer hospitality to one
another without grumbling. Each one
should use whatever gift he has received
to serve others, faithfully administering
God's grace in its various forms. If any-
one speaks, he should do it as one speak-
ing thevery words of God. If anyone serves,
he should do it with the strength God pro-
vides, so that in all things God may be
praised through Jesus Christ. To him be
the glory and the power forever and ever.

Amen.
If we knew that tomorrow would be the last
day of our lives, here is how to live. First, start
out with aclear mind. Pe-

ter said in 4:7, “ The end

became weary in suffering.
Lifewasdifficult. They won-
dered how much longer life
would last. They asked when
God would bring history to a
close. The answer came from
Peter who said, “ The end of
all thingsisnear.”

of all things is near.
Therefore, be clear
minded and self-con-
trolled so that you can
pray.” One trangation of
the Greek word used here
is*“preserve your sanity.”
So, don't let your think-
ing get out of balance or

some, the end was near be-
cause they soon would die. For God, it meant that
the end of achapter of history was close—at least
in terms of the whole length of human history.
In this context Peter had a principle for how
tolivetherest of life'sjourney.

Itisamazing thetruly
strange ideas people can come up with. Over the
years | have been given so many books, articles
and tapes on such broad topics that now | don’t
promiseto read anything othersgiveme. Andif it
isanonymous, | throw it away and never ook at
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it. Therejust is not enough timein lifefor all the
divergent ideas and notions people have.

| have also discovered that some people move
from one unusual ideato another. Itisnot so much
about the current topic as it is that they are not
clear thinkers. They get easily caught up in acur-
rent fad or theory. They are not balanced. They
do not connect biblical teaching and other’sviews
with their ideas.

When you find yourself going off into theo-
ries that are different from godly people, when
you think you have a message from God that no
one el se has, when you become obsessed with one
issuetotheexclusion of al others, when your head
spins with unusual ideas—Stop! Talk to wise,
godly, balanced Christians; read the Bible; take a
deep breath; clear your head. If you areliving like
tomorrow isyour last day, do it with aclear mind.

And do it with self-control. Peter writesin |
Peter 4:7, “The end of all things is near. There-
fore, be clear minded and self-controlled so that
you can pray.” In the Greek language the word
Peter used for self-controlled refers to being so-
ber. It is actually the opposite of being drunk. It
came to mean self-responsible. It istelling us to
be redlistic in our thinking and behave in a re-
sponsible manner.

When asked what they would do if they found
out they would die tomorrow, some people an-
swer, “1’d go out and get so drunk | wouldn’t know
whether | was alive or dead.” That is the exact
opposite of a Christian’s approach. The Christian
acknowledgesthat death will cometomorrow and
then behaves in a positive, righteous and sober
way for the rest of today and the beginning of
tomorrow.

In other words, behave responsibly. Don't say
and do things that may mislead or hurt others.
Evenif you have strangeideas, don’t act on them.
Be responsible in your behavior.

There is arisk to this biblical advice. Most
people with strange ideas and out-of-control be-
havior don’t think their ideas are strange or that
their behavior is out of control. That is why we
need the Bible and other Christians to keep usin
balance. Keep in mind Peter is suggesting thisis
the way we areto live every day—if it isthe last

day of life or there are years more ahead.

A clear mind and self-control |eadsto proper
personal prayer accordingto | Peter 4:7.“ Theend
of all things is near. Therefore, be clear minded
and self-controlled so that you can pray.” A fas-
cinating concept isbeing taught here. Itisthat we
are capable of praying really bad prayers. If we
have foggy minds and uncontrolled behavior, our
prayers are probably defective.

Occasionally someone may tell usthey have
decided to do something that isobviously unwise.
Wetell them to reconsider their behavior but they
reply, “1 have prayed about this.” Asif that rati-
fiesabad decision! Part of me wantsto say, “So
what?’ Just because you have prayed about rob-
bing a bank, having an affair or writing a book
does not make it the right thing to do. Check out
your thinking, behave responsibly and pray per-
sonally to develop a balanced approach to every
day of life—whether it isthe last day or the first
of thousands to come.

Personal prayer should be the habit of every
Christian. But personal prayer should not be ask-
ing God to do what we want; it should be asking
what God wants us to do. Pray every day asif it
wereyour last day. Then onyour last day, pray as
you have prayed every other day.

Peter’sfourth counsel isreally interesting and
important. He calls every Christian to deep love:
“Above all, love each other deeply, because love
coversover a multitude of sins.”

The words “above al” refer back to being
clear minded, self-controlled and praying. Even
more than those things, love others. In other
words, if you have a choice between prayer and
love, pick love. If you have achoice between love
and self-control, pick love. If you have a choice
between deep love and a clear mind, pick deep
love. If you have to choose between personal
prayer and deep love make sure that deep love
comes first. It is not suggesting that we neglect
the othersbut it issaying that at thetop of thelist,
aboveall, isdeep love.

Loveisdoing what isbest for other people. It
is other-centered rather than self-centered. This
actually helps us clear our heads, control our be-
havior and pray our prayers. We are acting for
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the good of others.

What Peter wrote next has become one of the
most familiar and quoted lines of the Bible. Itisa
wonderful truth that “love covers over a multi-
tudeof sins.” Whenit refersto Jesusand hisdeath
on the cross it means that his love atones for our
sins. For us, it means that we do our best to de-
emphasize the sins of othersrather than over-em-
phasize the sins of others.

Think of the ways mothers cover their
children’s sins. She says her son works for the
federal government (he’s an inmate at
Leavenworth). She says her children call her on
the phone (actually, it's once a year on Mother’s
Day). Shesaysher daughter isentrepreneurial (she
ran away from home at 16). Mothers love their
children and try to cover up their children’s sins
with the best possible spin they can give.

To be sure, thisis not suggesting that Chris-
tians should lie to make each other ook good. But
it is saying that we ought to have that kind of
mother’s love toward other people, making them
look as good as we possibly can.

One of the ways we can express love for oth-
ersiswith happy hospitality, or, as Peter putsitin
verse 9, “ Offer hospitality to one another without
grumbling.”

Hospitality wasvery important inthefirst cen-
tury. Hotels aswe know them today did not exist.
Publicinnswere expensive, filthy, dangerousand
immoral. So, Christiansbegan to offer their homes
as places of hospitality for

you have never met before.

Put thisin the perspective of today being the
last day of your life. Do you really want to spend
the last day of your life inviting a total stranger
out for lunch or into your home? Consider Mother
Teresa. She took the dying from the streets of
Calcutta and brought them in for the final hours
of their lives. She washed them and put themina
bed with clean sheets. She fed them if they could
eat. Shetalked to them and held their hands until
they died. Sheloved them so they would not have
to die alone. Hospitality is doing this asaway of
lifefor the rest of our lives.

Maybe we don't like strangers. We don't like
totalk to people. Wedon't liketo smile. Wewould
rather not meet our neighbors. We get uncomfort-
able around street people and the homeless. We
wish there were no new employees at work and
we avoid eye contact at church. The Bible says
do it anyway and be happy about it! Happiness,
in this case, isachoice.

Onecold spring day Charleen and | weredriv-
ing through north Minneapolis. There was a
lonely-looking man on a street corner with asign
asking for money. Other carsjust drove past. We
stopped. | reached out and gave him aten-dollar
bill. He said, “God bless you!” and Charleenim-
mediately responded, “He already has.”

Because God has blessed uswe live thisway
as Christians up until the last day of our lives.
God has shown love to us, even when we were

strangers to him, so we

Jesus Christ.

The Bible teaches that God gives giftsto ev-
ery Christian. Giftsare different abilitiesto serve
others. If you are a Christian God has already
given you agift with which you can benefit and
bless others. Those gifts fit into two big catego-
ries: speaking and serving. Some people have both
kinds of gifts. Some have only one kind of gift.
But, we all are gifted!

Sowhat isyour gift?What areyou really good
at? Teaching? Helping? Giving? L eading? What-
ever God hasmade you good at iswhat you should
do in church and in the community to bless oth-
ersin the name of Jesus. Maybe your gift is best
used teaching Sunday School or tutoring children
who struggle in school. Maybe your gift is best
utilized advocating for the poor or working in the
church nursery. Maybe you are most gifted at run-
ning a corporation asa Christian or usheringina
church service.

Whatever you are good at, whatever God has
gifted you to do—serve others with your gifts
right up to the last day of your life. The whole
Christianideaisto fulfill the purpose of our lives
by doing what God has gifted usto do in serving
othersright up to the end. We should liveto bless
others every chance we get. Suppose you are re-
ally good at helping the unemployed find a job.
Wouldn't it be great to spend the last day of your
life hel ping someone find employment rather than
watching the clock tick out your last hours? That
iswhat Jesus did. He blessed and hel ped the thi ef
on the cross next to him up until Jesus took his
last breath.

A totally Christian way of thinking and liv-
ing is that God has blessed us and we want to
bless others—with our words, our money, our
actions, our lives, our al.

Thislast-minute living is summed up by Pe-
ter at the end of | Peter 4:11 where he says, “To
him be the glory and the power forever and ever.
Amen.” Thisis abenediction. That word comes
from two L atin words: bene means good; diction
means saying. It isagood saying. The total sum
of aChristian’slifeisto make God look good, to

show off the greatness and power of God through
our lives, to point to the magnificence of God that
has been forever and will last forever and ever.

A few years back there was afictional movie
about a president of the United States who be-
came disabled and died. The White House staff
substituted alook-alike who passed for the presi-
dent. A Secret Service agent who was the
president’s bodyguard knew he was a fake and
had a disdain for the substitute. As the story pro-
gressed, the stand-in showed presence, skill and
leadership. Near the end of the film the Secret
Service agent offered the ultimate compliment
when he said he would be willing to take a bullet
for the look-alike.

Imagine having such respect for someone that
you would bewilling to be shot and dieto protect
the other person’slife and reputation. That ishow
itisfor Christians when it comes to Jesus Christ.
We know he already died and gave hislifefor us.
Now wearewillingtoliveor diefor him. Whether
the last day of our lives or any day of our lives,
let us live exactly the same way. May we live
praising God, making him look good, willing to
do whatever he asks.

We are Christians. We live “ so that in all
things God may be praised through Jesus Christ.
To him be the glory and the power forever and
ever. Amen.”
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
